You may qualify for food stamp if you can 
answer ‘yes’ to all these questions:  
 
1. Are you or your child/children U.S. citizens or 
legal permanent resident? 
 
2. Is the sum total of you household’s cash on 
hand and bank accounts no more than $2,000? 
(If a household member is 60 or older or perma-
nently disabled, the limit is $3,000) 
 
3. If your GROSS monthly income meets the 
limits of the chart 
 
*You can own your home, cars and have a tax 
preferred retirement account (IRA) and still 
be eligible  

Food Stamp Eligibility Guidelines  

54% of Humboldt County residents eligible for the Food Stamp Program are not participating, 
which means more than one million food stamp dollars go unspent every month.
